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Uvodna riječ
Tržište hartija od vrijednosti

Na Banjalučkoj berzi je u 2019. godini ostvaren ukupan promet u iznosu od 472 miliona KM, što u odnosu 
na 2018. godinu predstavlja rast prometa za 10,27%. Redovan promet je iznosio 86,3 miliona KM i manji je 
za 13,57% u odnosu na redovan promet prethodne godine. Porastao je redovan promet akcijama (13,16%), 
redovan promet fondovima (95%), dok je redovan promet obveznicama pao za 32,60%. Na porast ukupnog 
prometa najveći uticaj su imale javne ponude obveznica i trezorskih zapisa Republike Srpske u vrijednosti od 
325 miliona KM. U javnim ponudama je došlo do smanjenja kamatnih stopa po kojima se Republika Srpska 
zadužuje. Kamatna stopa na trezorske zapise je pala na 0%, a kamatna stopa na sedmogodišnje obveznice je 
pala na 1,70%.

U 2019. godini zaključeno je ukupno 11.496 poslova iz redovnog trgovanja što je 14% više nego u 2018.           
godini.
Proteklu godinu na berzi je obilježio promet dužničkim hartijama od vrijednosti. Promet obveznicama 
i  trezorskim zapisima na primarnom i sekundarnom tržištu je iznosio 84% od ukupnog prometa. U deset                             
najtrgovanijih hartija od vrijednosti sedam su obveznice Republike Srpske. Ovim je nastavljen višegodišnji 
trend pomjeranja fokusa investitora sa akcija na obveznice. Vrijednost indeksa obveznica Republike Srpske 
(ORS) je porasla za 6,92%. Ako se posmatra kretanje ORS indeksa od početka njegovog računanja (maj 2011. 
godine) investitori su mogli ostvariti zaradu od investiranja u obveznice Republike Srpske od 179,76%.
Zabilježen je rast i ostalih indeksa. Vrijednost BIRS indeksa koji prati kretanje cijena na tržištu akcija je povećana 
za 9,34%, dok je vrijednost ERS10 indeksa koji prati kretanje cijena akcija iz sastava Elektroprivrede porasla za 
13,05%. 

Na tržištu akcija je porastao redovan promet i najviše se trgovalo akcijama Telekoma Srpske čija cijena je          
porasla za 14,46%. Telekom Srpske je akcionarsko društvo koje je isplatilo najveću dividendu u 2019. godini i 
akcionari su po osnovu dividende mogli da ostvare prinos od oko 12%. Zbog toga su i protekle godine akcije 
Telekoma Srpske bile najatraktivnije za male ulagače. 

Na tržištu novca u 2019. godini skopljena su 4 REPO posla ukupne vrijednosti 2.826.682 KM. U REPO poslovima 
se vrši kratkoročno pozajmljivanje sredstava uz prenos vlasništva nad hartijama od vrijednosti koje služe kao 
kolateral. Svi REPO poslovi u 2019. godini su zaključeni sa državnim obveznicama.

Razvojni projekti

Najvažnije razvojne aktivnosti odnosile su se na:

           • Unapređenje sistema za trgovanje,
           • Razvoj sistema za multilateralne kompenzacije,
           • Izmjene regulative,
           • Izrada interaktivnih statistika.

Prelaskom na novu verziju berzanskog sistema za trgovanje uvedena su dodatna administrativna podešavanja 
koja se odnose na pristupe tržištima i postignuta je veća stabilnost sistema za trgovanje. 

Povećan je broj multiltaralnih kompenzacija na šest kompenzacija godišnje kako bi se učesnicima omogućilo da 
u više navrata pokušaju naplatiti potraživanja izmirivanjem obaveza. U sistemu za multilateralne kompenzacije 
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i cesije zbog povećanog broja godišnjih kompenzacija automatizovana je procedura ažuriranja podataka 
o učesnicima koje dobijamo od eksternih izvora, unaprijeđena je procedura slanja izvještaja učesnicima, te 
poboljšane validacije unosa obaveza za  javne prihode.

Izmjenjen je statut sa ciljem usklađivanja sa zakonom u dijelu koji se odnosi na akcionare, članstvo
na berzi, isplate dividende i kumulativno glasanje. Izmjenjena su i pravila Berze u skladu sa statutom.

Kreiran je prikaz performansi hartija od vrijednosti uvrštenih na službeno berzansko tržište.  Ovim je omogućeno 
da korisnici vide ukupne performanse hartija od vrijednosti (promjene cijene zajedno sa isplatama dividendi 
i kupona) u periodima od sedam dana, jedan mjesec, šest mjeseci, početka godine, jedne godine, tri godine, 
pet godina ili za izabrani period. 

Performanse hartija od vrijednosti su napravljene u Microsoft Power BI aplikaciji kojoj se pristupa na naslovnoj 
internet stranici Berze. Izrada prikaza performansi hartija od vrijednosti je povezana s planom da se unaprijedi 
promocija tržišta kroz omogućavanje poređenja sa performansama drugih investicionih opcija u dužem 
vremenskom periodu. Stvorena je podloga za pisanje tekstova u kojima se upoređuju prinosi na akcije, 
obveznice, depozite ili nekretnine. 

Korištenjem navedenih Microsoft Power BI alata kreiran je prikaz skraćenih finansijskih izvještaja emitenata 
čije akcije su listirane na službenom berzanskom tržištu. Ovako kreiran izvještaj omogućava korisnicima da 
na jednom mjestu uporedo prate sve pozicije iz skraćenih finansijskih izvještaja emitenata po godinama, da 
prate trend kretanja pojedinih pozicija iz bilansa kao i kretanje određenih finansijskih pokazatelja kroz vrijeme.
U istim alatima napravljen je i prikaz krive prinosa dužničkih HOV Republike Srpske. Kriva prinosa se može 
pratiti kroz vrijeme i po ročnosti dužničkih hartija od vrijednosti.

Planovi

Najvažnije aktivnosti u 2020. godine odnosiće se na:

             •	razvoj primarnog tržišta hartija od vrijednosti,
             •	usvajanje novog loga i redizajn Interent stranice Berze,
             •	razvoj sistema za multilateralne kompenzacije.

Kako bi se dodatno razvilo primarno tržište hartija od vrijednosti, Berza će nadležnim organima uputiti pri-
jedloge izmjena propisa koje će znatno ubrzati i pojednostaviti emitovanje dužničkih hartija od vrijednosti. 
Uz ove prijedloge zalagaćemo se za uvođenje radničkog akcionarstva kroz pripis akcija zaposlenima iz dobiti 
preduzeća.

U narednoj godini Berza će usvojiti novi logo i knjigu grafičkih standarda. Redizajniraće se Internet portal 
Berze u skladu sa novim grafičkim standardima, kao i CMS aplikacija za upravljanje sadržajima na Internet 
portalu. Ovo je jedna od aktivnosti u obilježavanju 20 godina od osnivanja Berze.

Predložićemo izmjene zakonske regulative koja će omogućiti učestvovanje fizičkih lica u multilateralnim 
kompenzacijama kao i mogućnost kreiranja elektronskog akceptnog naloga kao izvršne isprave koja će se 
automatski slati na naplatu bankama. 
Nastavićemo raditi na uključenju Uprave za indirektno oporezivanje u multilateralne kompenzacije čije bi 
učestvovanje značajno smanjilo nelikvidnost u privredi i ubrzalo naplatu indirektnih poreza.

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Introduction
 
Securities Market

The total turnover on the Banja Luka Stock Exchange amounted to BAM 472 million in 2019, which compared 
to 2018 represents an increase in turnover by 10.27%. Regular turnover amounted to BAM 86.3 million and 
is lower by 13.57% compared to regular turnover of the previous year. Regular turnover in shares increased 
(13.16%), regular turnover in funds (95%), while regular turnover in bonds decreased by 32.60%. The increase 
in the total turnover was mostly influenced by the public offers of the Republic of Srpska bonds and treasury 
bills in the value of BAM 325 million. In public offerings, there has been a reduction in interest rates at which 
Republic of Srpska borrows. The interest rate on treasury bills fell to 0% and the interest rate on seven-year 
bonds fell to 1.70%

In 2019, a total of 11,496 transactions from regular trading were concluded, which is 14% more than in 2018.
The year was marked by the turnover of debt securities. Turnover in bonds and treasury bills on the primary 
and secondary markets amounted to 84% of total turnover. In the ten most traded securities, seven are bonds 
of Republic of Srpska. This continued the multi-year trend of shifting the focus of investors from stocks to 
bonds. The value of the Republic of Srpska (ORS) bond index increased by 6.92%. If we look at the movement 
of the ORS index from the beginning of its calculation (May 2011), investors could earn a return on investment 
in Republic of Srpska bonds of 179.76%.

Other indices also increased. The value of the BIRS index which tracks the movement of prices on the stock 
market increased by 9.34%. The value of the ERS10 index, which monitors the movement of share prices from 
Elektroprivreda increased by 13.05%.
On the stock market the regular turnover increased. Telekom Srpske shares were traded the most whose price 
increased by 14.46%. Telekom Srpske is the joint stock company that paid the largest dividend in 2019, and 
the shareholders have 12% dividend yield. That is why Telekom Srpske shares were the most attractive for 
small investors.

Four REPO agreements with a total value of 2,826,682 KM were concluded on the money market in 2019. In 
REPO transactions, short-term lending of funds is performed with the transfer of ownership over securities 
that serve as collateral. All REPO deals in 2019 were concluded with government bonds.

Development projects

The most important development activities were:

            •	 Updates to the trading system,
            •	 Developement of the multilaterat debt netting system,

With the upgrade to the new version of the stock exchange trading system the additional administrative      
adjustments related to market access have been introduced and greater stability of the trading system has 
been achieved.

The number of multilateral debts nettings has been increased to six times a year in order to enable                              
participants to try to collect receivables by settling liabilities. Due to the increased number od annual 
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debt nettings we have automated procedure of updating data about participants, improved procedure of                                
sending reports and enhanced the validation criteria for public revenues liabilities in the multilateral debt 
netting system.

The Banja Luka Stock Exchange has created a performance display of securities listed on the official stock     
market. This allows users to see the overall performance of the securities (price changes with dividend and 
coupon payments) over periods of seven days, one month, six months, the beginning of the year, one year, 
three years, five years or for a selected period of time.

The performance of the securities was created in the Microsoft Power BI application that can be accessed on 
the stock exchange front page. The display of the performance of securities is part of the plan to improve 
market promotion by enabling comparisons with the performance of other investment options over a longer 
period of time. A basis has been created for writing texts comparing returns on stocks, bonds, deposits or real 
estate.

Using the same technologies we presented the short financial statements of issuers whose shares are listed on 
the official stock market. The report created in this way enables users to monitor all positions from the short 
financial statements of issuers by selected year, to follow the trend of individual positions from the balance 
sheet as well as the movement of certain financial indicators over time.
The same tools were used to show the yield curve of debt securities of the Republic of Srpska. The yield curve 
can be monitored over time and by the maturity of debt securities.

Plans in 2019

The most important activities in 2020 will be related to:

             •	Further develepment of the primary markets,
             •	Adoption of the new logo and website redisign,
             •	Updating multilateral debt netting system.

We will submit to the competent authorities proposals for amendments to regulaton that should significantly 
speed up and symplify the issuence procedure of debt securities. We will advocate for the introduction of 
workers’s sharholding by enabling tax free distribution of shares to employees from the companies’ profit.

The Stock Exchange will adopt a new logo and a book of graphich standards. Our webpages will be redisigned 
in accordance with the new graphic standards as well as the content management system CMS.

We will propose changes to the regulations that will enable the participation of natural persons in                                   
multilateral debt netting system, as well as the possibility of creating electronic acceptence order as an                      
executive document that will be automatically sent to banks for payment. We will continue to work on the 
inclusion of Indirect Tax Authority in multilateral debt netting system whose participation would significantly 
reduce iliqudity in the economy and speed up the collection of the indirect taxes.

Redovan promet akcijama

Redovan promet u  2019. godini (izuzimajući blok 
poslove, preuzimanja, aukcije za pakete akcija i javne 
ponude) iznosio je 40.865.902 KM, što je za 26,02% 
manje nego u 2018. godini.

Tokom 251 dana redovnog trgovanja ukupno je 
zaključeno 11.496 transakcija, što je za 14,41% više 
nego u 2018. godini.

Prosječan redovan dnevni promet u 2019.  go-
dini je iznosio 128.680 KM, a prosječna vrijednost 
pojedinačne transakcije je iznosila 3.227 KM.

Najveći promet u 2019. godini je ostvaren sa akcijama 
emitenata koji su uvršteni na službenom berzanskom 
tržištu - lista B (41,40%), sa akcijama na službenom 
berzanskom tržištu - otvoreni investicioni fondovi 
(24,30%), sa akcijama na slobodnom tržištu (24,04%), 
sa akcijama na službenom  berzanskom tržištu - lista 
C (10,25%) i sa akcijama na službenom berzanskom 
tržištu - zatvoreni investicioni fondovi (0,01%).

Ordinary Turnover - Shares

Ordinary turnover (excluding block trades, reported 
takeovers, auctions  for packages of shares and pub-
lic offerings) in 2019 amounted to BAM 40,865,902 
which was by 26.02% less than in 2018.

During 251 trading days there were altogether 11,496 
transactions, which was 14.41% more than in 2018. In 
average 45 transactions were concluded per day.

In 2019, the average daily ordinary turnover 
equalled BAM 128,680. The average value of a single                      
transaction in 2019 was BAM 3,227.

The biggest turnover was executed with shares  
of companies listed on the Offical Market - List B 
(41.40%), then with securities listed on the Official 
Market - Open-end IF’s Segment (24,30%), with shares 
of companies listed on the Free Market (24.04%), with 
shares of companies listed on the Offical Market - List 
C (10.25%) and with securities listed on the Official 
Market - Closed-end IF’s Segment (0,01%).

Opinion 

We have audited the accompanying consolidated financial statements (pages 3 to 35) of Banjalučka berza hartija 
od vrijednosti a.d., Banja Luka [Banja Luka Stock Exchange], (hereinafter: the “Company”) and its subsidiary 
(collectively hereinafter: the “Group”), which comprise the consolidated balance sheet as of December 31, 2019, 
and the related consolidated income statement, consolidated statement of changes in equity and consolidated 
statement of cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the consolidated financial statements, including a 
summary of significant accounting policies. 
 
In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated financial statements, in all material respects, give a true and fair 
view of the financial position of the Group as at December 31, 2019, and of its financial performance and its cash 
flows for the year then ended in accordance with the accounting regulations of the Republic of Srpska.
